I am pleased to announce the appointment of Margo L. Stevens to the position of Assistant

The Assistant Chief Counsel (Disclosure & Privacy Law) is responsible for all legal services
relating to the disclosure of IRS and Chief Counsel records and information.  Ms. Stevens is
responsible for administering and evaluating the Office’s disclosure policies and procedures,
and providing technical assistance to other components of the Chief Counsel and IRS in
handling disclosure matters and making disclosure determinations.
